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Remove steering stabilizer.

Start your install with safety in mind. Begin by chocking
your rear tires. Raise and support the front of the Jeep
so that the tires are off the ground. Remove the front
tire and wheel assemblies.

Using a 21mm socket (a wrench will be needed on the
pitman arm side), loosen the drag link and tie rod nuts,
but do not completely remove. Leave the nuts threaded
on a few threads to prevent the drag link and tie rod
from dropping when broken loose.

Use a large hammer to strike around the knuckle cast-
ings, perpendicular to the tie rod end and drag link
studs, until the drag link and tie rod fall and are free

from the knuckles on both passenger and driver sides.

A “Tie Rod End Puller” is suggested to remove the pit-
man arm side drag link end. Using a hammer can
cause damage to your steering box if not done carefully
and correctly. Finish unthreading the nuts and remove

the factory drag link and tie rod.

#304 Set Screw Plug. Use blue Loctite. (2 Qty. per
end)

Refer to the parts list on page 5 and 6 for part identifi-
cation and location.

(NOTE: Extra O-Rings are included for future mainte-
nance and do not need to be installed in initial setup)
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Measure your factory drag link and tie rod from the cen-
ter of joint to the center of the joint on the other side.
Adjust your new drag link and tie rod to match as close-
ly as possible. Install and torque the nuts to 63 ft. Ibs.

Reinstall your tire and wheel assemblies. Tighten the
tie rod jam nuts. With your tires pointed straight, adjust
your steering wheel by rotating the adjusting collar on

your new drag link until the wheel is centered, then

tighten the pinch clamps. It is important to make sure
that while tightening the pinch bolts and jam nuts, the
joints on both sides are in a neutral position and are not
bound up (rotated opposite directions).

(NOTE: The drag link and tie rod assembly should be

able to rotate up and down a few degrees. This is nor-

mal and allows for a degree change in the knuckles
when turning, without steering binding.)

Finish your installation by greasing the premium joints
of your new TeraFlex Drag Link with a quality grease
and install #344408 Grease Zerk Dust Covers.

A professional alignment is highly recommended and
suggested to completely finish this installation.
